Re: British Warm-Blood Society - Mare Grading 27th October 2007

Please note the following instructions with regard to the presentation of your mare for the grading.

Please note that injuries, scars and blemishes will NOT affect your mare’s grading unless caused by poor or weak confirmation (e.g. curbs often go hand-in-hand with sickle hooks etc. which are undesirable in a brood mare).

No mare will be allowed to go forward for grading unless her ORIGINAL papers have been lodged with the Mare Grading Secretary, as per the rules sent to you with the entry form. The papers will be returned to you after the Registration Office have stamped them with the mare’s grading results.

All mares forward for grading are to be shown in a show bridle, an ordinary snaffle (with or without nosebound) DOUBLE BRIDLES ARE NOT PERMITTED. All mares must be presented neatly plaited as for showing with white tape being used on all Warm-Blood mares.

Handlers should dress comfortably as they will be expected to run out at speed. HANDLERS MUST THEREFORE BE DRESSED IN THE EUROPEAN MANNER AT THIS SHOW. The colours for the BWBS are all white or navy blue and white and no logos other than the BWBS sweatshirts/poloshirts will be permitted. HANDLERS DRESSED INCORRECTLY WILL NOT BE ALLOWED INTO THE RING. Results of the grading will be announced as soon as all the scores have been tabulated.

Numbers to be collected from the Show Secretary on the morning of the grading.

All mares will enter the ring at their individual grading time, accompanied where appropriate by her progeny. Upon entry the handler should walk the mare over to the Judge(s) and stand her up for examination. The Judge(s) will indicate when they have seen enough and the handler should then trot the mare up, at speed around the triangle. After trotting up, the mare should be stood up once again in front of the Judge(s) until they have finished their score sheets. Any progeny of the mare that are present will be examined (where necessary) after their Dam has trotted up and should stand quietly to one side until then.

Please note that all mares of each class have to be shown individually and they will then re-enter the arena together in their specific age groups for the Judge(s) to have a final look and comparison.

The first two Warm-Blood mares in each group graded into the Select Stud Book (Select Mares must be a minimum height of 15.3hh) will go forward to the Championship. Gold, Silver and Bronze medals may be awarded to the best mares.
